Extension Proposal 
• Problem: the craft brewing and distilling supply chains are 

young and not connected 
• Goal: Convene and connect elements of the supply chain from 

farmers to maltsters to brewers and distillers in order to grow 
the industry and develop support for the Center 

• Proposal 
• 3-4 year position 
• Legislative ask for 2 years of funding - $200,000 with $50,000 

from industry and local sources
